Spring 2022- Spring 2023  

This Charter is established between the Distance Education Committee (DEC) and the  Academic 
Senate to structure the process and planned outcomes included herein through  the  2022- 2023 
academic year.  

 
Purpose  



The Distance Education Committee is a standing committee of the Academic Senate  and  is 
subject to the Brown Act (SPGM, p.71) . Thus, it  will keep/post agendas and minutes 
accordingly.  

The Distance Education Committee will meet twice a month.  Once as a whole group and 
once in work groups.  

The whole group will meet to address voting items and to identify key issues or areas of 
concern or discussion items for whole group input.  This meeting will generate minutes and 
have an a genda posted 72 hours prior to the meeting.   

The workgroups will focus on specific topics or elements that need more  attention.  Notes will 
be kept in a shared document for all committee members to review.  

The committee will identify key training topics each semester and offer them to the faculty as 
Flex activities .
