Now you need to remain eligible for
the scholarship(s) you were awarded. As a college student it is important that you keep
your grades up, do

number of units. This is called Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP) and not maintaining
SAP can affect eligibility for most types of financial aid, including scholarships.

To remain eligible for the scholarships you were awarded you must:

Enroll in and complete the number of units required by the scholarship. For
example if the scholarship is for full time students, you must enroll in and complete at
least 12 units. If the scholarship is for part time students you must enroll in and
complete at least 6 units. If you are unable to enroll in enough units or you did not
complete the required number of units
